*Remark:

TF card or AUX cable should be inserted into the speaker
before change the mode, otherwise it will skip to next mode
When the speaker crashed , touch and hold this button above 8
seconds until it going to reset.



@ Volume:

+ Along the grooves clockwise rotation to increase volume,
counterclockwise rotation to decrease volume.
- There is beep tone when reach the max or min volume

9 Pause/Play/Answer or reject call:

° In Bluetooth mode, short touch to pause/play music, hold on 6
seconds to disconnect the Bluetooth

- TF card mode, short to pause/play music, hold on to switch
folder in TF card

* AUX mode, touch to mute/Play

+ Touch to answer and hold on to reject the incoming call

- when answering the phone, touch to hang up, hold on is to
transfer the call from speaker to the mobile phone or reverse.

* Recharge: recharge the speaker with your PC’s USB port and the
USB adapter by the USB cable. The suitable adapter is 5V 1A.

« AUX: Turn speaker on, connect speaker with a computer by AUX
cable to play music in computer.

« Data transfer: Turn speaker off, insert Micro SD card to speaker.
Connect with computer by USB cable .then Transfer data (music files)
from the computer to the Micros SD card

The Chapter IX: Trouble shooting

Troubles Answer
Music brokenly --Make sure the connecting distance < 10m
-- Make sure there is no barrier between two Bluetooth device
--Change another Bluetooth device to play the music
No sound under AUX | -Make sure the cable connected well
--Make sure computer working well or if AUX cable connected in right port
No sound under TF | -Make sure the TF card format is FAT32

card --Make sure the music file format is APE. FLAC. MP3. WMA or WAV
Button no function --Tumn off the speaker and turn it on in 30 minutes

--Reset the speaker by pressing RESET key
No sound -Increase the volume

--Make sure all connecting ok

--Make sure the mode is matched

Noise --Check the cables connecting

--Try different connecting cable

--Make sure the music source without noise
Recharge failed --Make sure the USB cable connected well
--Make sure the adapter can work

-—-Make sure the USB cable can work

Bluetooth pair failed | --Make sure the speaker is waiting for connecting
--Restart the speaker and try again
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
